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MEXICO’S MANY “LOST” MINES

v ocRumriane -

rat and Prospectors’ Driven
Frem Thelr Work by Threats and
Oepredations of Yaquis,

Many of the lost mines of Mexfce
were the result of depredations of the
Yaqu Indiana. They killed or drove
prospectors from the country and ob
lterated marks of the workings. Thas
many mines, with great possibilitiea
were lost. . ,

Oue of the mines of the Estrells
del Norte Mining company was lost
for many years. The only clue to s
location was found oo an old Jesult
w@ep, which said it could be seen by
looking from a charch door. The
church was found and the land dug
up as far as could be seen from the
door, but no truce of thae mine war

Later, after the search was
discontinved, a wall that had bees
buflt at a date later than the map
fell down and exposed another door
Men with fleld ginsses, looking frpo
this door, discovered the old mine.

Many of the churches of Mexice
that cause the worid to wonder, be
cause of their architecture and price
Tess ornamenta, owe their existence tc
mines. The Baroyeca church, buflt It
1702, was bailt from the wealth de
rived from the Mins Grande mine, 15
Baroyeca mountatin. Prior to 1830 the
walls were lined with sheeta of pure
silver from the mine. The candela
bra, the altar rails and other parts ot
the sanctuary were of silver, and th¢
altar vessels were of pure gold.

GROWTH OF HOSPITAL IDEA

Vaiue of Such Institutions In American
Syes 1s Showmn by Their As
tounding Growth,

Tigures in a recent official report to
the Uoited States department of las-
boe show the astoanding growth of the
hoepital {dea In this country during
the Iast half-century. In 1813~lem
than 80 yesrs ago—thera were in the
United States caly 140 hospllais; to
day there are nearly 9,100—an in
crease of nearly Gu) per cent In thé
sumber of fastitutions. Io 1873 the
total capacity of the then-existing bos
pitals wans 33.433; today the hospitals
of the country have a total capacity
of approximately 600,000 beds—an In-
crease of over 1000 per cent. The
amoant of money at present Invested
to these !nstitutions is roughly est)
mated at Dearly §$2.000.000.000; (he an-
nual expediture for supplles, equip
ment, upkeep and _pew coastructioa lr
sald to be about $770,000000.

There is much that is gratifying in
these epormoas totals, gays an editort-
al In the Modern Hospital. Certain-
ly, o stroager testimoay could be ad-
duced tq show that the people of the
United States sre thoroughly coavert-
ed to the bospltal idea, apd do oot
mean to be deprived of the benefits of
bospital care.
