"On tlie fourth day of July, 1776, the rep-
rescbUtivcH of the United States of America,
in CongresH assembled, declared that these col
ouleu ure, and ought to be, freo and Independ
ent states. Thla declaration, made by. most
patriotic und resolute inen, trusting in the

' . justice of tlielr cause and the protection of
Heaven—and yet not without deep solicitude
and anxiety—has now stood for aeventy-Ave
yearn. It was sealed In b)oo>L It nan met
dflngerM 'and overcome them. It has hod.- de-
tractors, .and abashed them. It has had epe-

- mien, and conquered them. It has had doubt-
ing friends; but it has cleared all doubts away;
and now, today, raising its august form high-
er than the clouds, twenty millions of people
contemplate it with hallowed, love, and the
world beholds It, and the consequencex that

That Is (o nay the most successful way' of

helping the police. Is by ourselves obeying the
law. Under the best possible circumstances
the duties of a police officer are not pleasant.
No police officer with a vestige of red-blooded
manhood In him, and a modicum of common
sense, flnds pleasure in'arresting people. Far
less pleasure does he find in arresting people
with whom he has lived some time, upon terms
>f gouil nelghborllncss and friendship.

He knows well by so doing, in the proper
performance of his duty, he hnB mnde an In-,
verterate enemy of the person arrested," and
enemies of the bitter's friends.

It is granted there are exceptions; but the
exceptions prove the rule. In general the
average police officer prefers to live in un
broken friendship with the public.

It-Is an utter mistake to Imagine that law
Is primarily and essentially punitive. Rather
law In fundamentally preventatlve. Lawn j>e
made, nnd law enforcement officers are ap-
pointed primarily, not to punish crimlnald, but
to prevent people from becoming criminals.

Consequently we can best help the police
iricetm to. properly perform their duty by

obeying and respecting the laws.
The problems arising from the enforcement

of the traffiee lawn, furnish a striking ex-
ample of what is meant. ••

Before John Smith purchase.) a Fonl( he en-
tertained very pronounced -views concerning
driving an automobile. Speed maniacs should
be hung, drawn and quartered. He chuckled
with Infinite glee,, when a traffic officer held,
up a driver, and made him conform to the
rules of the road. Had he the power, John
Smith would have decorated 'that officer with
the Legion of Honor,

The,tires of John Smith's Ford however are
very little won; and the point very little
tarnished, before he develops Into on Inveter-
ate speed and road hog. • • .

When commanded to obey the rules of tho
road by ah officer, had he the power, that'un-
fortunate creature.

It Is a' towh where everybody knoWH every-
body, and hail each other by pet or abbreviat-
ed names, we are apt to presume upon that
familiarity and friendship, and Imagine thnt
if it suits our convenience to disregard a cer-
tain law, that the officer should turn a blind
eye upon the offence. • ' .'.

Enforce the' law by all means upon Btrang-
erhs; but don't we pay the policeman? Tho
audacity of the fellow to presume he could
arrest us." ; , ,„'''

A police officer swears in taking oath -to
perform his duties Impartially, and know no
favorites in the enforcement of the .law,
whether the -offended be a street sweeper, or
the president of a million dollar corporation.

A police officer should be' courteous and
gentlemanly, even when enforcing the law. It
Is as obligatory upon private, citizens to be
courteous and gentlemanly, towards the offi-
cers of the law. Under his Uniform the police
man possesses the same number of bones, the
some emotions and susceptibilities aa Hr. John
D. Rockefeller.

The moral of the story therefore Is obvious.
