This is so because:

1 —Instead of requiring the Commissioners to
burden themselves with die petty details of
daily administration, it frees them and
makes them the People's Watch Dogs.

2~The Commissioners appoint the Manager
and may dismiss him at any time.

3—The Commissioners also appoint the City
Treasurer, Attorney, Clerk and Auditor,

' giving them a staff for suervising the work
of the manager.

4—By making the work of the Commissioners

less arduous and more important better men

are attracted. -

5—At present they have mixed functions,

legislative and administrative; under die

Manager Plan they have the one important

function of supervising die government of

die city and determining the policies under

which it shall operate.

Remember that we still have the Commisioners; but instead of attempting
to do all die work of the City departments themselves, they appoint a
Manager, a business executive for this, holding him at all times respon-
sible, and have time to consider the bigger questions of public policy
themselyes.
