No Trolleys; No
Buses In Sight

Lack of Transportation for
Season Looms Unless

State Board Acts

The season may open in Ocean
City this year without the resort's
having adequate city transporta-
tion unless the State Utility
Board acts promptly on the ap-
plication of the Shore Fast Line to
operate buses in the resort.

Several weeks ago the city ap-
proved the_transfer to the fran-
chise of the Ocean City Electric
Street Hallway Co, to the Shore
Fast Line, Application was maile
to the State Utility Board for ap-
proval of this transfer. Before this
approval is granted, a public hear-
ing must be hejd. As yet, so far
as can be o learned, tho State
Utility Board has failed to set a
date for this hearing.

If the permit to let the Shore
Fast Line operate buses here Is
granted, the trolley line will be
abandoned and the tracks will be
removed, except on streets where
they are imbedded in hard surface
pavement.
