Gas Tank Explodes
With Ignition Off

In one of the most unusual mis-
haps on record, George Oaldwell, of
ninton, fonnirty a resident of
Tuckahoe, lost his 1937 Royal Chrys-
ler automobile, Monday, In a fire
caused by the gas tank's exploding,
while the Ignition was turned off
and nobody was near it. The ear
was destroyed,

Mr. Caldwell, his son, Richard, and
Frank J, Crema, were fishing in
acob's Creek, several miles from

Tuckaiioe, when they heard the
explosion, about a quarter of a milt
awayi where the car had been
puked.

When they reached shore they
not only found the car enveloped in
flames, but the weeds also on fire.
A neighbor, seeing the smoke, had
telephoned the Tuekahee fire de.
partment that there ma a brush
fire, but the department was about
an hour arriving, according to Mr.
Caldwell.

Mr. Caldwell has only one theory
as to the cause of the explosion—
that there might navi been a short
circuit in the tall light, which Ig-
nited leaves under the car, and that
the blaring leaves might have
caused the tank to explode.

He has two regrets: One, that he
