$35,000,000 Building Plan

Referendum in Tuesday'* Election Seen 'Kicking
fjB«ek* rt State's Twq»f«ri^ Poorly ConceivecK

A public question involving the issuanci of $86,000,*
000 worth of new stata bonds to finance the state's emer-
gency housing program for war veterans will confront lo-
cal votei'g at Tuegday's election.

The proposed bond issue is pur-
suant to legislation passed at
special session September SO, when
the lawmakers declared an emer-
gency existed and adopted measures
to cope with it,

Opinion of tome observers hen,
including Mayor Clyde W, Sim.

Is that the emergency pro-
fiTiim has been poorly eanceived
and will not prove to be a solu-
tion, worth the large sum of
money Involved.
Mayor Struble voiced the opinion

of himself, real estate men and
others, when he declared Wednes-
day that the plan "will only build
a lot more glorified chicken coops
for veterans' and fritter away a lot

He added that he feels the best
solution Is to free the building in.
dustry from government regulation
so that "real homes can be built In-
