An upward revision of gas rates,
primarily to consumers using larger
amounts for, heating, was granted to
the Jersey Central Power and Light
Co. Monday by the State Board of
Public Utility Commissioners,

The utility serves gas usen in
Ocean City and Cape May Count*
as well as considerable areas of
Morris, Monmouth and Ocean coun-
ties,
RATE PLEA MODIFIED

The permitted changea in rates,
yet to be worked out, would give thi
company a $141,417 annual Increase
in revenue,

The Commlsllon rejected the
company's own proposals for rate
changes as "unreasonable," but di-
rected It to submit within 30 days
a new schedule which would fix gas
charges at not more than (0 cents
for each lOOO cubic feet. Jersey
Central had sought approval of a
modification of existing rates, with
a charge of 70 cents tor 1000 cume
feet for consumption exceeding
10,000 cubic feet,
PRESENT SCHEDULE UNJUST

The P.U.O, concluded, however,
that the schedule now in use is un-
just "in that it does not provide
reasonably adequate compensation
from large volume users and per-
mits unjust and unreasonable d l s -
crlmlnatlbn as between certain
other users."

One of the principal objections Of
trie board was a provision of the
proposed schedule which it said
would mean a rise from SI to $2 a
month for seasonal users of gas.
