They came from all branches

And time after time you
met the Infantry. Their wounds
most ak.'uys denoted their
branch of the service'

If their faces and bodies

were badly burned or scorched,
they were from ohlps or tanks,
or planes fueled by high octane
Baa or oil.

If their wounds were , from
bombs or their fragments, they
usually were (ram the infan-
try.

If they were 'blinded, gen-
erally they were from the Mar-
ines of Tarawa or Saipan.

You came closest to God, I
think. In these hospitals. Self-
lessness was the predominant
note In these places where the
wounded were brought back to
health.

The world Is full of self-
ishness and greed, but you
didn't find these qualities In
the hospitals, where men help-
ed other men, and where the
nurses achieved a measure of
sacrifice that their patients
will never, never forget.
