In September, i93?8 Presi»
dent Koosqvelt called for the erea»
lion of the National Foundation lor
Infantile Paralysis and In Novein'ber
of that year Eddie Canter suggested
the name, "*Mareh of Dimes."

In January of 1938 the National
Foundation was incorporated and the
first chapter was started In 1939,
The first Iron lung was provided (fay
the Foundation in 1941 and from
that time on it has provided the ne-
cessary aid to both patients and the
scientists doing research on the
erlppler, pello,

in 1953 the first medical report wag
published en the anti-polio vaccine
whiqh was developed 'by Dr. Jonaj
E. Salk under a March of Dimes
grant,. in the spring of 1954 the
Maes A of Dimes field trials for the
Salk vaccine was begun and one year
later it wan pronounced safe, potent
and effective.

On July 22, 19S8, the National
Foundation expanded m goals an-
nouncing it 'Would use resources to
esmbat other major health problems
with arthritis and birth defects as
initial new targets.

The three faces of crippling, polio,
birth defects and arthritis, are being
faced with the three faces of hope,
research, patient aid and disease
lighters. =*

The new- program of the National
Foundation now takes ear* of a
group of diseases with a common dis-
abling characteristic instead of the
former single disease, polio. Its *m*
phasis is on research.

The 1M9 March of Dimes finandal
needs are $9 million for research, $6
million for education, 137 minion for
medical care, |7 million fsr program
services $2 million for administra-
tion and $4 million for chapter fund
raising expenses making a grand
tsiai of S6S million needed.

Inquiries from metropolitan cities
were above last year with Pittsburgh
leading, as it did tn 1957, with 8
per cent, or 641 inquiries, 'Philadel-
phia trailed with 366 (which equaled
last year's figure despite the July
newspaper strike this year).
