After the applicant has passed the
minimum requirements of the knowl-
edge test and vision check, his pcr-
mit is validated by an inspector for
practice driving when accompanied
by a New Jersey licensed driver.

At this point in the procedure,
the permit Haider may make an ap-
pointment for the driving test or he
may wait and arrange tlie appoint*
ment al a later date. The driving
test will not be given earlier then
ten days after completion of the
vision check and the knowledge test.

An a|ipointment for the driving
test may be made by the applicant
through personal appearance at a
driver iiunlification center or by
writiftg for an appointment to one
of the permanent, driver qualification
centers or to the Inspector Force
Office at Trenton, Telephone re-
quests for appointments cannot be
honored.
