Center embodies the spirit of Tony Mazzitelli

Hie Ocean City Community Center officially
opened its doors Sunday with a ribbon-cutting
ceremony in which the Olympic-size pool was
dedicated to Tony Mazzitelli, the son of Mr. and
Mrs. Frank M. Mazzitelli who captured the
hearts of those who knew him during his valiant
fight for life before dying of muscular dystrophy
at the age of 16 in 1976.

Tony died in the same year the community
center was conceived, but his spirit is
memorialized at the center, a facility whose
birth was difficult and whose supporters had to
fight for its life.

The ribbon-cutting ceremony Sunday was an
affirmation of the center's successful battle for
life in the face of sometimes seemingly in-
surmountable odds — it was a moment in which
the facility's supporters could report to their
constituents, the residents of Ocean City, that
the center is indeed alive, healthy and has a
bright future ahead of it.

The final tally of the number of people who
toured the center during its open house week ran
dose to 5,000 — better thin four tunes the
number of people who-voted in last week's
election —- and membership inquiries are
coming into the center's offices daily from those
who didn't have the opportunity to take a tour.

And, even before the center began regular
operations, nearly 250 people had paid for a
membership, almost haftof whom qualified for
senior citizen rates. '"

While the center's first phase was built with a
federal Economic Development Administration
grant, its continued growth and financial
stability depend on the support of the people who
will be using it.

Due to the unflagging faith of Recreation
Commission Chairman Richard Kabat and
Recreation Commissioners Carolyn Murphy and
Thomas Heist, the fact that a community can
rally behind a needed facility or service'

depending entirely on local, state or federal help
is coming to be a reality. Pledges for the con*
struction of the facility's second stage, due for
completion by the end of this year, are con-
tinuing to come into the center's offices and the
immediate membership response seems to in-
dicate that the facility will indeed be self-
supporting. ;:.

The Ocean City Community Center was seen
by its original proponents as a healthy ingredient
in the life of this city's residents. Because of the
number of services it will offer and the fact that
sports are a universal bridge to the so-called

generation gap, the facility will offer a place for
voting and old in the community to mingle and
learn from one another. :s.:;.~

And, because support will be needed con-
tinually from (he community during (he center's
early growing years, the facility I s a rallying
point for local residents, something they can
personally help build for, themselves and their

. descendents. •
The Ocean City Community Center indeed

embodies the spirit of Tony Mazzitelli and
proves that this type of spirit can live on in the
hearts and minds of those who follow.

New government form working
The fact that Ocean City Public Works

Director Joseph F. Hyland believes he has found
the means for at least some relief for the
drainage problems that plague residents bet-
ween 26th and 33rd sts. along Haven and Simp-
son avs. is welcome news.

Thursday will be Flag Day,
the day we show special
respect for the Stan and
Stripes, your flag and mine.

Flags are used for
recognition. Historians tell us
the first "flag" was a piece of
doth attached to the top of a
spear and carried by the
Egyptian army in battle. It
identified their own troops
from thqse.of the enemy.

Today every nation on earth
has its own distinctive flag.
Back in the 1770s as dif-
ficulties continued to grow
between the American
colonies and England, in-
dividual colonies began
organizing their militia, just
htcaaeoTwar wun fiiglandr
And there were thoughts of
navy, also.

George Washington had
secured six privateers, ships
that could b« used to protect
toe bays and shore lines of the
colonies. Some freighters
were reconditioned and made
into' fighting ships. At the
time, the colonies were using
the British Red Insignia as a
(lag. It was a red flag with
blue field in- one corner. On
the field were the crosses of
St. George and St. Andrew,
one on top of the other.

The new Navy wanted a
distinctive flag. The flag
chosen was a white flag with a

green pine tree in the center.
As soon as independence was
declared tan July 4, 1776. the
militia wanted its own flag.
The first flag was the same as
the British except six white
horizontal stripes had been
added, to the red field making
•even red stripes and six
white stripes.

Soon the flag was changed
by eliminating the crosses
and replacing them with

stars. There were two early
flags, one having the 13 stars
in a circle, the other having
five rows of stars, the first,
third and fifth having three
stars, the second and fourth
having two stars each.

By 1795 the flag had grown
to 19 stars and IS stripes
because of the addition of two
more states to the Union.

On April 4.1818 both Houses
of Congress agreed on the

following: An act to establish
the flag of the United States,
section one. "Be it enacted,
that from and after the fourth
day of July next, the flag of
the United States be u
horizontal stripes, alternate
red and white, that the Union
have 20 stars, white in a Urn
field. And (section 3) be It
further enacted, that on the
admission of every state into
the Union, one star be added,

to the Union of the flag; and
that such addition shaU take
effect on the fourth of July

On choosing rodent for a household pet

,animal by nature, the gerbil
has an amazing capacity to
conserve water and is rarely

seen drinking fluids. Gerbils
are very quick-moving and
happiest when kept with
others of their own kind.

hamster is somewhat
irger than a gerbil, with

plump bounded body and a
short, stumpy tail. A hamster
is quite happy living alone and
will be most active at night.
These rodents are best known
for their habit of stuffing
expandable cheek pouches
with food, and then storing the
food away under bedding.
Occasionally, the entire
contents of a food dish will
disappear overnight in this
fashion.

The guinea pig is an alert.
docile animal about eight
inches long that may have a
short or long-haired coal. It is
must active during the day
and has a characteristic low
whistle.

Most rodents thrive on
commercially pelleted rodent
chow supplemented twice a
week by fruit, vegetables or
greens. Diets composed en-
tirely of mixed bird seed are
nof satisfactory and may lead
to constipation or vitamin
deficiencies. The supplement
of fresh greens and fruit is
especially important to the
guinea pig because it cannot

manufacture vitamin C in-
ternally like most pets.
Without a steady supply of
vitamin C in the form of
cabbage or fruit, the guinea
pig develops bleeding gums,
an unsteady gait and a
reluctance to walk.

Besides the proper food, pet
rodents need a constant
supply of clean, fresh water.
A hanging water bottle that
dispenses only a drop or two
at a time is a good in-
vestment. Many rodents do
not drink well from a dish and
may catch pneumonia from
walking through it.

guinea pigs and hamsters are
strong for their, size. Provide
a latched doorway or a top
that is heavy enough to
prevent the pet from nudging

- it off. Many rodents,
especially hamsters, escape
from converted aquariums by
climbing up water bottles or
large exercise wheels.

Since your pet is a
burrowing animal, provide a
pile of woodshavings,
shredded paper or kitty litter
for nest building. These
materials also absorb surplus
moisture and will aid in
keeping the pet warm and
dry. All bedding should be
changed about once a week,
stale fool removed and cages
washed and dried.

Because a rodent's teeth
grow throughout its lifetime,
short lengths of hard wood
should always be in the cage
for you pet to gnaw on. If you
do not allow your pet to wear
down its teeth, the teeth may
overlap and cause difficulty in
eating. When you do not
provide the proper material
for gnawing, you'll notice
your pet chewing on the cage
bars or exercise wheel in a -
determined effort to keep the
fron teeth at the proper
length.

Rodents have few medical
problems when the basic
needs of food, water and
proper housing are filled
However, since their normal
life span is so abort, three to
four years at moat, it is best to
buy a young -animal-about
eight weeks .old-if you desire
one for a pet.

DOT pamphlet helps sort out difference in tire quality 5
A new consumer pamphlet

explaining the Uniform Tire
Quality Grading Standard is
available from the U.S.
Department of Tran-
sportation's National High-
way Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration.

The booklet explains how
the tire grading system works
and how consumers can use it
to compare quality and price
of various brands when
buying new tires.

Consumers will benefit
from the information
available to them under the
standard that went into effect
April 1. NHTSA Ad-

ministrator Joan Claybrook
said, "We are confident that
when the tire-buying public
becomes familiar with this
grading system and realizes
what it can mean to them in
dollars saved, it will become a
major shopping tool.

"Until now," Claybrook
said,-"there has been no way
for a consumer to compare
prices and quality of tires,
because the only terminology
available ha has been ad-
vertising and marketing
descriptions such as
•premium'or 'first line.' Such
words have no agreed-on
meaning or definition. One

manufacturer's * *premium'
•ire is often quite different in
quality from another corn-
pan's 'premium* tire."

The regulations now require
that tire manufacturers rate
all bias-ply passenger car
tires on three important tire
qualities*! readwear, trac-
tion and . temperature
resistance-so that tire
buyers can compare these
qualities and prices among
various manufacturers.

Under the new regulation,
manufacturers must grade
bias-ply tires and attach a
paper label listing and ex-
plaining the respective

grades. Beginning October 1,
similar grading will be
required for bias-belted Urea,
and on April 1, 1980 radial
tires will be similarly graded.
Six months after each of the
above dates, the tire grades
will also be required to be
molded into the sidewall of
each tire.

Each tire is graded with a
series of numbers and letters
indicating comparative
treadwear, traction and
temperature resistance. The
treadwear rating is
designated by a number such
as 80,90,100,110,120,160, etc.
Atire with a higher treadwear

grade can be expected, to have
a longer useful life. A tire with
a grade of 150, for example,
should give 50 percent more
mileage than one graded 100
when driven under the same
conditions, provided, of
course, t hat the tires are kept
properly inflated and
balanced, and the car's
wheels are properly aligned.

Traction is rated by a let-
ter — A, B, or C, with A being
the best grade. An A rated tire
will allow shorter stopping
distances on wet pavement
than tires rated B or C. Tires
rated C may have poor
traction on wet pavement.

Temperature resistance is
also rated A, B. or C, with A
the highest grade. Sustained
high, temperatures can cause
tire materials to degenerate,
and excessive temperatures
can lead to blowouts and tread
separations. An A rating
signifies the coolest running
tire assuming that the car and
the i ires are properly
maintained. Underlnflation or
overloading can cause
overheating.

Thus, a typical replacement
bias-ply tire might tie graded
80, B, C— indicating an 80
grade for treadwear, B for
traction, and C for tem-

peraiure resistance. Based on
a sampling of ' recent
newspaper advertising, bias-
ply tires rated 80, B, C are
being offered at prices
ranging from $44.27 for a tire
sold with an oil company
brand name, to $24.24 for an
off-brand tire. Another brand,
name bias-ply tire rated 80, B,
C has been advertised for
$34.00, but for the same $34.00
one can also buy an off-brand
lire rated 120, B, C. All prices
are for the same size G78-14
bias-ply tires.

Bias-ply tires now represent
