Erosion

Repeated efforts by the city to shore up the badly
eroding north end beaches has apparently gone tor
naught as the inlet waters continue to creep
perilously close to homes in the area.

According to City Engineer Joseph F. Hyland,
erosion between Wesley and Seacliff rda. "is the

.worst I've seen it in the past year."
It was more than a year ago when inlet waters

indermined the back yards of homes at the end of
Wesley Rd., but the emergency pumping of sand
into the area had seemed to stem the tide of erosion
at Wesley Rd. during the past several months.

Early winter storms, however, caused severe
erosion at Seacliff Rd., a point east of Wesley Rd.
and out of the reach of the city's dredge pipeline.

To stem the erosion there, council passed an
emergency resolution in September appropriating
$50,000 to cover the cost of pumping sandbags full of

cement at tie erosion, point and the possible
eventual co«t of a timber groin.

To date, the city has spent nearly $19,000 to place
the 10-foot bags which are designed to break the
force of waves crashing in on the eroded area.

Hyland told the Sentinel-Ledger yesterday,
however, that not only has the erosion continued to
eat away, at the beachfront properties at Seacliff
Rd., but it has also begun to work back west toward
Wesley Rd.

"In the last several weeks things have continued
to deteriorate," Hyland said, "to the point where if
we have any kind of storm action there is a
potential for property damage."

Hyland reported that at least two or three homes
hrtheareaareno^threatenedbytheerosion.

All of the homes are in the affluent Gardens
section of town and valued in the $100,000 range.

Despite the passage two years in a state-wide
referendum of a $30 million bond issue for beach

homes
and harbor protection, Hyland said short term help
from the state appears unlikely. " '

"We can't look for any near-term help from the
State of New Jersey," Hyland reported. "The bond
issue money is still a year or moreaway."

He said the only short term plans now are to
continue reinforcing the seawall as it is « * p ^
and breached with concrete rubble and by pumping
concrete into exposed voids. ' '

According to Hyland. the city will still look to the
concrete bags rather than a more permanent wood
groin since he believes for the protection they are
less expensive. ,

The city Is currently planning on the purchase of
a concrete pumper (renting one has proven an ill-
fated $500 per day measure) to fill the bags and
shore up the sea wall.

For the immediate future, however, Hyland
implied that all residents in the area can do is hope
for a mild winter with few if any Northeast storms.

Conservation Service pub-
lication indicated that the
trees should be placed upright
in trenches which led to the
first suggestion by the city to
utilize this method.

"However, we have found
that the lower we go the better
it works, so I tend to agree
with Chuck," Gabriel said
yesterday. . •

Allison, who has studied
beach erosion in Hawaii and
North Carolina and made
definitive studies on the tree
program of two years ago, has
suggested different place-
ment patterns for various
points along the seven
miles of beaches here.

For example, Allison said
that where dunes currently
exist, such as in the south end
and in the Ocean Crest State
Park below 59th St., the trees
can be placed directly in line
out from the dunes U> help
createlargerand more dunes.

At street ends, he said, they
can be placed out and away

from the street on either side
to help keep the sand on tb£
beach and off the streets.

At bulkheads. Allison said,
the trees should be placed in a
Y pattern out from the rocks
or bulkhead with the bottom* move
part of the Y at the bulkhead.

In any event, according to
Allison, the "whole program
is a waste unless dune grasses
are planted around each tree
during Easter week to lock
the trapped sand in place."

Gabriel said that "there
should be money in the
budget this year" for the
purchase of dune grass which
he agrees is an essential
second part of the program.

According to Allison,
abandoned trees were used
successfully by the Citizen
Conservation Corps in the
1920s and '30s to build a 300-
yard wide beach at the
lighthouse in Cape Hatteras,
the Dutch use them to protect
their dikes and in England a
test In the 1950s helped the
British build a beach one-half
kilometer wide.
