"It's more than Just a club,
it's a time when kids can relax
and be with tfielr friends."
Mid Walls, the director of th§
o-ganlzation for tat Jersey
&or« urea,

Iveiy Tuesday evening
Young Life meetings are held
not only here in Ocean City
but In towns fliroughout the
country and a number of
forelfjn nations. There are no
dues and no cluhhouse, • Just
Informal gatherings held In
fee homes of the members
and consisting of skits, sing-
alongs and, at the close, a
short discussion relating fee
gospel to their lives.

"Every teen has the right to
learn about the Christian faith
in a non-threatening way" he
sap, explaining the deep-
rooted Christian concept of
Young life.

, Although spreading the
teachings of Jesus Christ to
teenagers Is the main reason
Dallas Presbyterian minister
Jim Rayburn founded the

organization in 1941, religion
itself Ls not stressed at the
meetings. Instead, non-
threatening and1 non-binding
friendships with Young Life
counselors, like Walls, as weU
as each other, are developed
through shoring trust.

"Don fstates to their UVM,"
explained Kathy Marts, the
mother of two Young Life
teens. "He gains their frust
and they Ustahto Urn because
ttey (rust him."

Don and a handful of other
trained counselors, all at least
10 years senior to the teem
they befriend, can be found
daily on basketball courts,
pizza parlors, and youth
centers or wherever teens
bang out.

TTieyarethere not to recruit
members but rather to build
relationships , and un-
conditional friendships
through trust and to provide
counseling for problems such
as family, drugs or alcholism
without passing judgement.

N e i t h e r r e l i g i o u s
preference nor social status is
discriminated against and
once a meeting is attended b e
teen isn't obligated to con-
tinue.

"It 's good," noted Dr.
Norris Bum, the chairman of
(he young Life committee in
Ocean City and father of two
young life teens. "It's
reaching die kids where they
are. They become friends first _

md toat gives.teem (the
%unselora) the right to talk
about ottier things". It's very
effective. Kids aren't going to
go If they don't enjoy it; they
go because they want to go."

Credibility Is another Im-
portant part of Young Life.
Without the trust and support
of the community the
organization would be
deemed a cult and spark fear
rather than friendship
throughout the town.

Here In Ocean Clly about l i
businesses' and various
churches and service clubs
endorse and financially
aipport the Young Life for
teens, but the biggest and best
advertising is the promotion
the organization gets from the
wrd-of-moutfi of the teens
themselves and parents as
weU who have reaped who
have the results of the union.

"I love it," said Carol
McFadden a 16-year-old
Ocean City High School
sophomore who found out
about Young Life through
friends, "I really have a good
time there and I make a lot of
as much as I can."

""""I feel closer to Christ," she
adds, noting that the talks at.
the end of each gathering
aren't a heavily forced lecture
but rattier Just a discussion
relating the teachings of
Jesus to the lives of modem
day teens. "It's helped me to
become a better person."

V "It's the greatest thing that
ever happened here,"
stressed Kathy Adams. "Kids
in Ocean City need something
like this."

"In this materialistic world
it teaches them what is truly
valuable and gives them a
wiy to relate better to know
Him (Christ) as a person."

Aside from good time
meetings' with Integrated
Christian teaching,. Young
Ufe offers trips to its seven
major camps across the
country from New York to
California to Minnesota m
weU as escurilons to tha
organizat ion 's camps
throughout the world.

"We teU th§ kids that they
are going to have the greatest
week of their lives," said
Walls, "and when they come
hack they agree that it was."

"We expose them to thtnp
