Currently the New Jersey State Police,
which is charged with petroling the area,
absorbs the cost of protection for the
township. State mandate requires a
municipality to form its own poUoe
department or subsidize state police for
its services once its population reaches
7,500. The current Census Bureau
statistics for 1980 registers tfje town-
ship's population at 6,693.
