who resigned May 1 In protest of the
layoff of five dispatchers, the two

vote for their part in the budget battle
and ultimate defeat of an amendment
t u t would have allowed for the
dispatchers' continued employment.
: Among otter reasons listed on the
petitions, O'Hara said the recall is
concerned with actions during tbe
budget deliberations which "Jeopardized
fee life, safety and property of the people
in the City of Somers Point."

!'. Smith is currently in his second year of
afour-year term. This is Smith's second
Consecutive term as mayor of the city,
fbundlwoman Lappin is also in her
Second year of a four-year term.
g Lappin had originally been appointed
to the position prior to last year's elec-
tion, to fUl the unexpired term of Key

Dewees who had died while in office.
According to O'Hara, these two are the

only ones named in the recall because
fcey are the "only offending council
members" who have held office for at
least one year, a state requirement for
municipal recall.

According to O'Hara, 26 percent of the
dty's registered voters are needed to
place the question on the ballot. Ten-
tatively that number is 1,375. However,
the number of registered voters Is stiU
growing. If the group obtains the
required number of signatures for bom
recalls, then Smith and Lappin will, if
they desire, run for reelection apinst
any candidate who qualifies.

The winners will fill the unexpired
terms.

Wemlcoff pointed out mat many people don't realtae
mat they are legally responsible for damage caused to
other boats by the wake of their vessels,

"They are Just not aware of what their wakes do," said
wermeoff, noting that if the wake of a boat capsized
another vessel It is the legal and moral obligation of the
offending boat to assist the victims of the overturned
craft.

Sailboats have the rightof-way over motor-operated
vessels, he added, explaining that sailboats are not as
easily maneuvered as power craft

"You have people out there operating boats that
shouldn't be operating boats. They should be In Jail," said
Stan Wiener, sailing master at the Great Egg Bay Sailing
Marina in Somers Point which caters to sailboat rentals.

Wiener, a sailing teacher at the marina, Is a strong
proponent of the licensing of boat operators,

"It should be, but It will never be," he said adding that
the boating industry has too strong a lobby In Washington
to institute a law restricting boat operating to only those
with a license to drive a water craft,

"I'm very safety conscious," said Wiener, "This la a fun
land of Bung."

"We'll drag them bach in if we see they don't know
what they're doing and that'll be the end of It," said
Wiener. "Here's your money and that is it."

Marinas by law and courtesy, have maps of the area
waterways, information on how to read channel markers
and a review on the operation of watereraft. To protect
Sie marina owner, a lease is signed before renting the
boat which lists regulations and the off-limit areas, which
usually means a craft must stay in sight of the marina
and not go beyond the bridges.

Scientists probe depths
Scientists from four different

universities from the United States and
Canada will be conducting tests off the
coast of New Jersey over the next four
weeks to discover how the continental
shelf and North America developed at
the beginning of time.

According to Dr. Paul Stoffa of the
Lamont-Doherty Geological Ob-
servatory of Columbia University, the
project will cost approximately $1
million and will take as long as three
years in the lab to analyze the results.

Even though a release to Ihe Serdinel-
tedf trfrom the New Jersey State Pollee
warned that the group would be using
explosives to take seismic readings and
the sound might be audible on shore,
Stoffa said they would only be used a
small amount of time and they might not
be heard at all.

The Columbia University scientist'
explained that the testa would be con-
ducted 100 nautical miles (ISO miles)
offshore in deep water and the explosive
charges would not harm the fish in the
area.

The other scientific organizations
participating -are the Woods Role
OceanogTaphle Institution (Mass.), the
University of Tens Marble Science
Institute and the Bedford Institute,
Dartmouth (Nova Scotia).

Stoffa explained that it was a joint
; venture sponsored by • grant from the
National Science Foundation.

While It is conceivable that the group
could discover uncharted oil and natural
gas deposits, Stoffa explained that the
saentisb would be "looking below" the
known depth of oil reservoirs into the
hard rock layers. He said if they did
discover oil, it would be an "exfra"
bonus.

The first phase of the operation would
run from June 1 to 17 and die group
would use "compressed air guns" to get
a sonic cross section of the ocean floor
and would use the explosives during the
second phase between June 17 and 20 to
probe the base of the continental shelf.

He explained that explosives would
only be used for 10 to IS percent of the
experiment and because of the relatively

small amount of the charge, the deptt
and distance from shore, it would be
doubtful whether the expiations would be
heard on shore. t j

Stoffa explained that the difference
between this study and the one un-
dertaken four years ago to map the oil
deposits is that study probed the
sedimentary layer above the hard rock
floor where oil is known to form white

Economist debunks myth of the affluent elderly
ByCYBRICKFIEU)

WMt it may have ab-
solutely nothing to do with
reality. It has become
popular in some quarters to
bkme many of the nation's
•eoBomic and budgetary
problems on the elderly.

OMer folks, tte argument
joes, ari lenerally well off,
and thus no longer need
special protection from in-
creases in ttie eost-of-living,
Tney're getting rich from
Undeserved government
handouts, and are being
overcompeniatid for the
effects of inflation.
- Quit* obviously, these
myths miss the mark, but that
doesn't lessen the influence
they have upon the already
Shallow thinking of those in
pursuit of simplistic solutions
and quick j «

Whtf makes this erroneous
reasoning so dangerous is that
it has spawned a number of
legislative proposals to cut
back on basic income
protection for older

Americans, parttculariy thi
automatic cost-of-living
benefit increases ttat are, for
millions of older persons,
their only protection against
the ravages of inflation.

Before our lawmakers
make a grievous •rror, they
need to know tnt real facts of
the matter which have
nothing in common witii me
hit and myth mentality
currently attempting to
dutert tht true economics of
aging.

The fact, accwdlBg to a
major study conducted last
year by the economic con-
sulUng firm, Data Resources,
Inc., is that the economic
prognosis for older
Americans during ttie 1980s is
"somber," even U Social
SeeuriQr benefits are main-
tained at their present level.

The fact is that a benefit
reduction of Just fS a weak
per person (or only 11,280 a
year) would more than double
fte povirftr rate among fte
elderly.

And, according to the

results of a dramatic new
study, the fact is that older
Americans are not being
ovireompensated for the
effects of inflation.

This latest stady, prepared
for AARF and NRTA by
economist Thomas C, Bor-
dlliri, refutes the popular
mijoonceptien that using tile
Consumer Price Index as ttji
basis for Social Security
benefit ma-eases has resulted
m excessive increases for tile
elderly.

Since a significant per.
centagi of the recent in-
B'eases ^ ̂  gpj ̂  k§tn

Gamed by rising home prices
and mortgage rates, some
economists and public of-
ficials beUevi that the elderly
are receiving excessive
benefit increases because
they tend to purchase homes
with far less frequency than
the average consumer
represented in the CPI,

After a comprehensive
review of bom me CPI and the
actual spending patterns of

elder Americans over ttie past
eight years, Dr, BonfiM
concludes that "no major
overeompensation has oc-
curred."

The Borzffleri study marks
the first definitive
examination of the accuracy
of the Consumer Price Index
as a measurement for Social
Security cost-of-living ad-
justments since automatic
annual benefit adjustments
began in 1975,

Using the same data from
which the official CPI is
constructed, Borzilleri
developed a "Social Security
market basket," consisting of
44 categories of goods and
services consumed by Social
Securi^ r idpiente.

He then compared the
Soda] Security eost-oMwing
adjustments based upon in-
creases in the CPI with what
the adjustments would have
been if they had been based
instead upon increases in the
Social Security market
basket.

In order to test mereughly
the effect of home costs on
benefit Increases, Bordlleri
assumed for purposes of me
study that no Social Security
recipient purchased a new
home or bore higher mor-
§jage interest rates durteg
the entire eight-year period of
examination.

The differences between the
CPI and ttie Social Security
market basket, Borzilleri
found, were generally quite
small. In 1876 and 1977, me
CPI increased less than the
Social Seeuriftr rate, meaning
that benefits were un-
deradjusted, but in 1179 and
1980, the opposite was true, so
mat mere was a balancing
effect over me period.

Differences in home costs
bitweeiMhei elderly and the
general population were
o t f l M r completely, dfiset by
mernasea cans ot tooa, mei
andlutilities;'and medical
m$':— which make up a far
higher proportion of the Social
Security mttket basket than
do the expenditures used to

compute the CPI,
Thus, it would appear that

what is needed is a new price
index, designed especially to
accurately reflect the
spending patterns of the
elderly,

"The CPI was not designed
for the purpose of indexing
public programs," notes Dr.
BorzillerL "Attacks on the
Social Security cost-of-living
adjustments have become
politically popular not
because the evidence in-
dicates unjustified increases,
but simply because the
matter has not been examined
ta detail. My smdy clearly
Indicates that the elderly are
not receiving, m any sense, a
windfall,"

In fact, just about the only
thing failing is anomer myth.

'Insolent industry* seeks a constitutional change

One cannot help but be
•wesfruek by the insolence of
an industry which, when
confronted by a constitutional
impediment, merely leans
back and says, "Okay, boys,
let's change the Con.
stitution."

I'm referring, of course, to
ttie Aflantie City casino in-
duitry. That's the group
which seems most likely to
gain from such a con-
ititutionai amendment to
change our riparian laws to a
term mat would be In its own
best interests, and would spell

many millions of dollars lost
to the people of the state.

It's mis way: Since colonial
times, coastal lands now or
formerly washed by the mean
high tide have bean held m
ttust for the people of New
Jersey by the states, which
means all of us,

This concept came to New
Jersey directly from English
law, which considered these
riparian lands the proper^ of
the crown, because they wire
cf peat public value for the
preservation of natural
resources and for navigation
purposes.

The Constitution says that
riparian lands can be sold
only by the state and only if it
a in the pubUc interest to do
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so, and the resulting money is
dedicated to the state's school
fund. Scientific mapping of
New Jersey's shoreline has
been underway for more than
a decade, in keeping with
Supreme Court and
legislative orders. Thii
mapping has already un-
c o v e r e d i m p o r t a n t
development on land which
belongs to the state, because
of past illegal filling in of tidal
lands and subsequent
development thereon.

Before the state can convey
rights to riparian lands, ttie
transaction must be approved
by thff TidilandB Resource
Council. Let me note plainly,
right here, that I happen to be
ttie chairman of that body,
and thus have more than
passing interest In the way
tilings get done, '

For various reasons, ttie
most obvious beneficiaries of
ttie proposed constitutional
amendment happen to be
Atlantic City gambling casino
interests, either to clarify
present or future ownerships
of their locations, or make ft
easier for them to promote
development of shorj area
housing near Atlantic City, so
as to free the city of many of
its current occupants who are
in the way of casino acltvlUes.

The concurrent amendment
was introduced on May 4 in
ttie state Senate by Sen.
Steven P. Pirskie and in the
Assembly by Assemblyman
William L. Gormley, both of
Mantle County,

On May 14 the Senate
Judiciary Committee,, of
which PersMe is chairman,
cleared the concurrent
resolution for a vote. Tbe
day brought similar action by
ttie committee's counterpart
in the Assembly, of which
Gormley is • member.

When the Legislature
reconvenes on June 8, ttie
decks will be cleared far
voting in both houses, lite
Assembly resolution has
nearly enough co-sponsors to

achieve a simple voting two-thirds majority to pass in
majority; however, it takes a U s case.

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And what would this
amendment do? .It would
specify that lands which have
not been flowed by ttie tide for
the past 40 years would not be
deemed riparian land. In
other words, any land that got
filled in illegally 40 or more
years ago can escape ttie
terms of riparian law and be
available for developmental
fun and games without
payment ot the public.

Another important impact
of this proposed amendment
would be to effectively
complicate the current
mapping process that is
identifying state riparian
holdings. That's because we
can tell whether land had
been filled, but it would often
be virtually impossible to
determine whether it was
more or less ftan 40 years ago
or where all the ddelands
boundaries were, except in
places like Atlantic City.

In short, whether these
resolutions pass the
legislature and our vote next
November or not, somebody
will have to do the required
mapping to prove ownership
before those lands in question
can have clear title.

When this column is
published, the concurrent
resolutions will still be
awaiting votes in both houses
of the Legislature, with ttie
required public hearing
scheduled for June 5 at 10
a.m. in the Assembly
chambers of the State House
in Trenton.

If it clears those hurdles, we
cal all look for an un-
precedented lot of cash being
spent for advertising and
public relations activities to
convince the public that It
really needs to upend the
orderly process of coastal
delineation, to say nothing of
the taxpayers' own vested
interests in keeping the state
from missing out on its
prescribed revenues.
